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Even today it is not clear what happened to the Khazars of Taman peninsula and nearby terri-
tories in a period that followed on falling of the Khazar kaganate and then Tmutarakan principali-
ty in modern historiography. The written sources marked an appearance of the Khazars in the
Eastern Black Sea region yet in the beginning of 8" century AD. For example, the Annonimous
“Raven Cosmography” wrote about them. According to the data of Khazar-Hebrew documents,
the Khazars were in the North-Western Caucasus every time up to the catastrophe of the Khazar
kaganate in the second half of 10" century AD. Traditionally these Khazars were attributed as the
Jews. In connection with the information on the Tmutarakan principality the Old Rus’ian chro-
nicles remembered the local Khazars in the description of events of 11" century AD. In 12 cen-
tury AD an Arabian geographer al-Idrisi placed the staying of the Khazars on the East bank of the
Black sea. In the middle of 13" century AD the West European traveler John de Plano Carpini
mentioned the Jewish Brutaches twice among the peoples conquered by Mongols in his “Historia
Mongalorum”. However Plano Carpini mentioned also the Khazars separately. Maybe, the infor-
mation about many Jews in the land of Brutaches allowed Plano Carpini to consider that all Bru-
taches were the Jews. However it was mistake. According to N. M. Karamzin, the Burtans, who
lived in Kuban basin in 18" century AD, were the descendants of Brutaches. They were not the
Jews but the “Hebrews” lived near them. N. M. Karamzin believed that these Burtans were the
“Burtases” who took part in Kulikov battle in 1380, according to the Russian Chronicles. The last
supposition is fully plausible because the written sources did not mention directly the Burtases in
the Northern Caucasus and also as the Jews. Maybe the descendants of Jewish Khazars from Ta-
man peninsula could settle among the Brutaches. Thus, the described by al-Idrisi Khazars could
be not only the descendants of ethnic Khazars but also the population which could appear here to-
gether with Khazars. The data of arhaeology confirm it. So, to the South from Taman peninsula
during the post-Khazarian period the cremations were made under tumuli. However yet in 8" —
10" centuries AD the simple cremation of Saltive culture were spead exactly on this territory.
