From Posna [Poznan] August the 12. [S. V.]

The 10 instant the King’s [i. e. Charles X Gustavus’s] army by his order marched from
Baguise [?] to Caminwits [Kamieniec koo Ktecko] and quartered that night at Klecskow
[Kiecko]. Then they came to Gniscen [Gniezno]™. The 13 in great silence they marched,
som say, to the side of the River Vistule [Wista], the K.[ing] of Poland being of the other
side with his Army, which is but small, and in vain expecting the assistance of the Cos-
sacks and Tartars, who have lately Treated with the King of Sweden. These have besieged
Camnitz in Podolia [Kam’snens-Ilominscekuii]?’, and the Tartars are before Tritalits
[Tpunims (?)], a very strong place both by nature and art*!, and doe besides make incur-
sions to the very gates of Lemberg in Russia.

There is some grudge between the Swedes and the Moscovites about the devastation,
spoile, and burning the fine Palaces, Churches and Works of Vilna by the said Mosco-
vites?.

Since the departure of their Majesties from hence®, the Citizens are in a great perple-
xity and fear, seeing that their City is no way fortified to resist a potent Enemy. The King
of Poland is gone from Lowicz [Lowicz], and is gone three Leagues higher, where he is
observing the motion of the Swedish Army. The Cosacks have attempted twice to sur-
prize the City of Kaminilck Podolski in Vkrania, and had near over come it, but upon ad-
vice by an express that the Tartars were ent[e]red their Country®, they had left the place
to look towards home, although some of their parties make inroads as far as Lembergh in
Russia, where they burn and spoil what they meet®. The great Duke of Muscovia having
remain’ned som time at Vi/lna, marched towards Kaw [KoBno, Kaunas], to seize upon it,
but finding the place was forsaken by the Inhabitants, he is gone back to Vi/na, intending
towards Grodna*.
